Details on the kitchen will be worked out probably in the fall or when construction is closer to reality. The extension is a simply one – a cinderblock floor that can be opened up. There will be a sliding door or whatnot. It’s going to completely shut off from the main bar area. The only floor space on the second floor is going to be in the center. The second floor will look out into the party barn or it will be closed off. If anyone wants to look at that again, let me know. One issue with that is price and another is aesthetics. The rest are just details about the roof. Money is the main factor that is making it prohibited in being announces. The main renovation will be Spring 2009 when it’s ready to be used and will be dedicated in February. The offices are moved already.
