Materials 

Each group of 4 students will need:

1 piece of butcher paper 36 x 48 inches with a grid 4 x 4

pencils

eraser

assorted pastel chalks

q-tips

Kleenex

1 large piece of plastic sheet to place on the floor

baby wipes

towel

ruler

Description of activity:

On the first day, the Art teacher (or an AP Art student under his direction) presents a slide or power-point lecture of the history and characteristics of murals. (If possible, field trips to see murals will be useful).Art teacher explains on how to use the grid technique to transfer the draft to the big piece of paper. (Some students choose to make a transparency of their draft and then use the overhead projector to project their drawings to the butcher paper.)
For homework students research the work of Hispanic muralists and submit a paper written in the target language.

Students choose a theme for their mural. This year my list was:

Environment, a perfect world, 
Freedom, 
Scientific and Technological Advances that have helped humankind, 
World Cultural Unity, 

A Healthy Society (in body, mind and spirit)
Spain and the New World,

 The Family

Immigration

I gave my students 4 days to submit their draft.

The murals and written work were completed in 6 weeks, working 3 days a week (the other 2 were dedicated to literature for next year)

The written work and oral presentation were due the day of the final exam in June.

AP Art students were sent to my classroom on Fridays to assist my students with the different techniques used in chalk painting

My students were sent to see the Art teacher whenever they had a specific question about drawing (usually they have trouble painting the faces).
The Art Department let us use their supplies including reference art books. This year we had some money so I bought the chalk: Alphacolor soft pastels set of 48 $14.36 through our district. Figure 2 sets per group of students. You will also need Krylon Matte Finish: it is a fixative spray to seal the chalk on the paper when the murals are finished.
