The name of this organization is Amnesty International. 
Article II – Purpose

Article III – Membership


The Amnesty International organization is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St.

Article IV – Officers 

Section 1: The officers of Amnesty International are:

President
Vice President

Treasurer

Secretary

Section 2: Officer Responsibilities



President: Monitors and maintains order in meetings. Brings ideas to discuss during meetings. Also heads events planned by the organization.


Vice President: Assists President in duties, and also acts as event coordinator. 



Treasurer: Deals with all financial issues. This officer is especially important when preparing for events and projects. Is always aware of the budget of the group.



Secretary: Writes minutes, sends out emails, and takes care of other minor tasks set out by the President. 

Article V – (pick one: Election or Appointment) of Officers



Elections for the officers take place at the end of every year during a regular Amnesty meeting. Students are first asked to give names of who they would like to be seen in office, and those people elected are written on the board and asked if they accept the selection. Later, students are then asked to jot down names on a piece of paper, completely anonymous, and vote for who they would like to see fill each position in the office.
