Constitution

Article I – Name


The name of this organization will be the Artist Guild

Article II – Purpose


The purpose of the Artist Guild is to:

· Provide a general resource for artistic pursuits on campus
· Establish a residential community of artists
· Host events related to the arts for the general campus community
· Manage the resources of the Guild, including the theme cottage and its associated equipment, budget, stocks of art supplies and library. 
Article III – Membership


The Artist Guild is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. 
Lawrence University. Residents of the Artist Guild theme cottage are chosen 
by applications and interviews conducted by the current residents of the house. 

Article IV – Officers


Section 1: The officers of the Artist Guild shall be:

· Coordinator
· Treasurer
· Thelmo Representative

Section 2: Officer Responsibilities

· The Coordinator shall be responsible for setting the agenda of house meetings and providing a general focus to Guild activities. The coordinator is also responsible for attending meetings of the Theme Cottage/Greek Council, and for Theme Cottage documentation, including the constitution and annual theme proposals. This does not include the budget proposal, which is the responsibility of the treasurer. 
· The Treasurer is responsible for house finances, including the house budget granted by SLUSAF as well as fund raising. The treasurer will maintain an inventory of house resources and supplies. The treasurer will also be responsible for drafting and submitting the annual budget proposal. 
· The house will designate a member to be its representative to the Thelomathesian Society.
· Other members of the house and organization will be responsible for upholding the general purpose of the Artist Guild outlined under Article II and in the theme proposal. 
Article V – Appointment of Officers

Officers will be appointed by consensus, or if the house fails to agree then a suitable candidate will be chosen by a majority vote in the first week of fall semester. If an officer is not performing their duties to the satisfaction of the house, the house may vote to appoint a replacement at the beginning of the spring semester, or immediately in extreme cases. An extreme case is any case that may threaten the continued existence of the Artist Guild in its present state. 

Article VI – Amendments

Any member of the Artist Guild may propose an amendment to this constitution.  The amendment must pass with a majority vote of the membership of the Artist Guild.

Article VII – Supremacy

The Constitution of the Thelomathesian Society supersedes all articles of this Constitution.
