Article I – Name


The name of this organization will be St. Lawrence Dance Team

Article II – Purpose

Section 2: Officer Responsibilities

· Captain/Co-Captain-

· Taking the necessary measures to ensure that performances will happen

· Taking attendance

· Choreographer

· Creating the dances that are performed

· Teaching the dances to be performed to the rest of the team

· Running try-outs 

· Treasurer

· Applying/Organizing for the budget

· Ordering uniforms

· Fundraising
Article V – Election of Officers


The group will nominate people for an officers’ position, then the entire team, or those present, will vote for a person to hold each position. The nominee must win by a majority vote to win the title. This vote will occur at the end of each year, or semester if necessary.
