Article I – Name

The name of this organization will be the Environmental Action Organization (EAO).

Article II – Purpose

The purposes of EAO are to:

Promote sustainable lifestyles on the St. Lawrence Campus.

Educate the campus community on environmental issues.

Serve as an environmental voice on campus and in the community.

Advocate environmental choices to the administration.

Provide a central place to discuss environmental issues and link different environmental groups and projects.

Provide support for any students looking to pursue a project in sustainability.

Mission Statement

The Environmental Action Organization at SLU strives towards creating a more environmentally friendly campus through activism, action, and education. We are dedicated to the promotion of environmental awareness to the campus community with speakers, fundraising, films, and campus activities. We also strive to further the St. Lawrence University Environmental Resolution through both short- and long-term initiatives. We offer weekly meetings to discuss our projects as well as learn about local and international environmental issues.

Article III – Membership

EAO is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. Lawrence University.

Article IV – Officers

Section 1: the officers of EAO shall be:

Treasurer

Secretary

Section 2: Officer Responsibilities

Co-president: The co-presidents are responsible for organizing group logistics, conducting meetings, setting up group events, delegating responsibilities, communicating with administration and other groups, and being a source of energy, knowledge, and inspiration. 

Treasurer: The treasurer is responsible for managing group finances and submitting a yearly budget.

Secretary: The secretary is responsible for taking minutes during the meetings, emailing them to the group, and maintaining a group email list.

Article V – Appointment of Officers

When the co-presidents are planning on graduating, going abroad, or stepping down from their position, they will communicate this to the group early in the semester before they leave.  Throughout the semester, dedicated members interested in taking a leading position in the coming semester will work with the co-presidents to become familiar with the responsibilities of running the group.  If multiple people are interested, they can either figure out how to work together or an election will be held.  The goal is to provide continuity between leadership and semesters.

Article VI – Amendments

Any member of EAO may propose an amendment to this constitution.  The amendment must pass with a 60% vote of the membership of EAO.

Article VII – Supremacy

The constitution of the Thelmomathesian Society supersedes all articles of this constitution.
