The French Club Constitution
Article I - Name
The name of this organization is The French Club
Article II – Purpose

The Purpose of The French Club is to:

Promote and educate other students on the Francophone culture. This organization is aimed to diversify the atmosphere of St. Lawrence University and to broaden students’ cosmology by introducing a different culture. 

Article III – Membership

The French Club is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. Lawrence University. 

Article IV – Officer

Section 1: The Officers of The French Club shall be:

· Two co-Presidents
· Treasurer

· Secretary

· Executive Counselor

Section 2: Officer Responsibilities
· President – to ensure the smooth and effective running of The French Club. He or she must organize and coordinate club activities. Moreover, the president should work closely with the rest of the executives. When there is a conflicting idea, the president should have the ability to choose the best alternative for the organization. 

· Treasurer – to keep and maintain all club financial records. He or she should always ensure that the records are up to date and in good order. The treasurer is responsible for planning contingency plans for club activities. He or she should also have an insightful sense of financial management for the organization. 

· Secretary – to deal with all correspondences. He or she organizes meetings and keeps all the essential documentations of the club. The secretary should draw up the meeting agenda with the President, gather new members’ names and email addresses. He or she will also take notes on discussions and present a description on the club activities since the last meeting. The secretary will also contact absent members about the discussions that have made during meetings. 
· Executive Officers – to assist the secretary and treasurer with club activities. He or she will provide constructive advice and thoughts for the secretary and treasurer. If there is an overload amount of work for secretary and treasurer, an Executive counselor is always the first to assist them. He or she should possess equivalent abilities as secretary and treasurer and accomplish the work. 
Article V – Election of Officers

The French Club will hold its election for officers at beginning of each semester. The election is open to all members of the group. Each member has one equivalent vote. An officer is successfully elected by having a majority of the votes. A member can be elected for multiple times. 
Article VI – Amendments

Any member of The French Club may propose an amendment to this Constitution. The amendment must pass with a 2/3 vote of the membership of The French Club
Article VII – Supremacy

The Constitution and By-Laws of the Thelomathesian Society supercede all articles of this Constitution.
