Section 2: Officer Responsibilities

President: Attend Theme Coordinating Meetings. Relay information to house members at house meetings. Organize House meetings. Provide pertinent paperwork such as program evaluation forms.
Treasurer: Document all purchases in order to asses the budget situation week to week of the Low-Impact Living Greenhouse.
Article V – (pick one: Election or Appointment) of Officers

Article VI – Amendments

Any member of the Low-Impact Living Greenhouse may propose an amendment to this constitution.  The amendment must pass with a 60% vote of the membership of the Low-Impact Living Greenhouse.
