St. Lawrence University Model United Nations (SLUMUN)
Constitution

Article I – Name


This organization shall be called the St. Lawrence University Model United Nations. (SLUMUN)
Article II – Purpose


The purposes of the organization are to:

1. Increase student awareness of international politics.
2. Educate the St. Lawrence University student body about the goals and structure of the United Nations.

3. Teach members how to participate in formal debates using parliamentary procedure.

4. Give students the opportunity to attend college-level Model United Nations conferences.

Article III – Membership


St. Lawrence University Model United Nations is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. 
Lawrence University. Any undergraduate student who attends SLUMUN meetings is a member of SLUMUN.
Article IV – Officers


Section 1: The officers of the organization shall be: the President, the Vice President, the Treasurer and the Secretary.


Section 2: Officer Responsibilities
The President shall set the agenda for the meetings of SLUMUN, run the meetings, act as the organization’s primary representative in relations with the Thelomathesian Society, and coordinate all activities of the organization.

The Vice President shall assist the President in performing his or her duties, serve as Acting President if the President is unable to attend a meeting, and be responsible for SLUMUN’s registration to attend Model UN conferences.

The Treasurer shall be responsible for the organization’s finances and SLUSAF budget.

The Secretary shall take down minutes of the meetings and email them to all members of the organization.

Article V – Election of Officers

All four officers shall be elected by simple majority in the spring semester, to serve one-year terms. Any officer may also resign at any time or be removed from office by a simple majority vote. In such cases, a snap election will be held to choose a replacement for the remainder of that officer’s term.
Article VI – Amendments

Any member of SLUMUN may propose an amendment to this constitution.  The amendment must pass with a simple majority vote (50% of the membership + 1).
Article VII – Supremacy

The Constitution of the Thelomathesian Society supercedes all articles of this Constitution.
