Constitution

Article I – Name


The name of this organization will be the Newman Club.
Article II – Purpose

The purpose of the Newman Club is to provide a fun environment for personal, spiritual and social growth rooted in the Catholic faith.

Article III – Membership


The Newman Club is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. 
Lawrence University and open to the St. Lawrence Community at large.
Article IV – Officers


Section 1: The officers of the Newman Club shall be:

President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Secretary, Thelomathesian Society Representative.

Section 2: Officer Responsibilities

President:  Schedule, conduct and coordinate meetings and to provide an agenda for said meetings.

Vice-President:  To assist the president and other officers with their duties.  

Treasurer:  To provide the executive board with periodic financial reports, organize fundraising, and to provide a record of the club’s financial expenditure.
Secretary:  To keep organized minutes of each meeting and in the case of their absence, to notify the President and arrange for someone to take the minutes in their place.

Thelmo Representative:  To attend Thelamothesian Society meetings and represent the interests of the club, and to report information from Thelmo meetings to the club.

Article V – Election of Officers

The members of the Newman Club select the officers through a majority vote of the active members.  Elections will be held at the end of the academic year and those elected will take office for the following academic year.
Article VI – Amendments

Section 1:  A written proposal must be submitted at the start of a meeting for an amendment to be considered.

Section 2:  The president will present the proposed amendment to the members, and the members will then debate the pros and cons of the proposed amendment.

Section 3:  The proposed amendment has to be voted on by 75% of the members and must be passed with a 2/3 majority vote.
