Article I – Name

The name of this organization is The Rounders Club
Article II – Purpose

The Rounders Club (TRC) unofficially started in 2004 as a casual gathering for students who enjoyed table-gaming.  Since 2005 membership has grown incorporating a broad representation of SLU students, staff/faculty, and community members who enjoy all manners of table-gaming. TRC hosts regular poker nights, billiard and table tennis events.  We conduct our games in a drug/alcohol-free environment and in compliance with the university guidelines.

This organization was designed for all participants to enjoy group gaming in a safe, fun and friendly environment. Our focus is not upon winning or losing, but playing for the sake of the game, comradeship, and the enjoyment of the activity.

The goals of The Rounders Club (TRC) are to create a safe, enjoyable and educational environment for persons interested in table-gaming activities.   TRC focuses on increasing the awareness of the club and broadening the club’s appeal to attract larger membership within the community.  For example, recent activities have aimed at drawing larger crowds by emphasizing activities that have a wide-spread appeal, such as casino nights and gaming tournaments games.  TRC activities are designed to emphasis the enjoyment of the game experience itself and not on an expected outcome.

TRC will accomplish these goals by continuing to utilize extensive advertisement, making the games/activities as attractive as possible to many different people (not the same people every night), and by opening our activities to the community at large.

Article III – Membership

The Rounders Club is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. Lawrence University as well as members of the Canton community.
Article IV – Officers

Section 1: The officers/executive members of The Rounders Club are:


President
Vice President
Treasurer
Secretary

Section 2: Officer/ Executive Board Members Responsibilities

President: The responsibility of the president is run club meetings, to delegate tasks, and to communicate with the administration and student government as required to operate the club in accordance with university policy.

Vice President: The responsibility of the vice president is to assist the president in his/her responsibilities, and to run club meetings when the President is not present.

Treasurer: The responsibility of the treasurer is to run club meetings when the President or Vice President is not present, and to transparently handle the organization’s monetary fund to ensure the financial integrity of the club budget. 

Secretary: The responsibility of the secretary is run club meetings when the other executive members are not present, to document everyday club activities, and send out a weekly email including meeting minutes to the ACS members
Article V – Election of Officers

All of the positions on the Executive board, except for the President, are elected during the third meeting of the year. The President is elected at the end of the previous year by the previous Executive board. All club members are eligible for any of the positions.  Members of The Rounders Club will anonymously vote for a candidate for each position.  Those individuals who receive the most votes for a given office will obtain the officer position effective through the spring and fall semesters continuing on until the next election period. 
Article VI – Amendments

Any member of The Rounders Club may propose an amendment to this constitution.  The amendment must pass with a 2/3 vote of the membership of The Rounders Club or of the Executive Members.
Article VII – Supremacy

The Constitution of the Thelomathesian Society supercedes all articles of this Constitution.
