SLU Buddies Constitution
Article I—Name
The name of this organization shall be called SLU Buddies.

Article II—Purpose
The purpose of this organization shall be to pair up St. Lawrence student volunteers in mentoring relationships with Canton Central School elementary and middle school students who have been referred to the program by their school counselors, teachers and parents because of academic and/or emotional needs. 

Article III—Membership
Membership to this organization shall be open to all St. Lawrence students at the beginning of each semester providing they attend a mandatory training session and are willing to participate in the program at least two consecutive semesters.  Special arrangements may be made for second semester seniors and students who plan to go abroad their second semester by pairing them with older middle school students—those arrangements will be left to the discretion of the school counselor based on the child’s ability to accept so soon a separation.

Article IV—Officers
Section 1 - SLU Buddies shall not have a hierarchal system of officers.  
Section 2 - Instead, a board consisting of no more than 10 members shall be elected by ballot by the membership for a one-year term at the beginning of each fall semester.  Board members may be re-elected for additional terms during their time as undergraduate students at St. Lawrence. 

Article V—Executive Board
Section 1 - As noted above in Article IV, Section 1, SLU Buddies shall not have a group of officers.  Instead, the organization shall be led by a steering committee that shall follow the will of the majority voice of the group-at-large.  This steering committee, or “board” consisting of no more than 10 members, no less than 6 members, and a faculty/staff advisor, shall define and implement the organization’s goals and strategies for the coming year, and spearhead new projects and endeavors.  
The board shall meet at regular intervals during the school year and report proceedings of those meetings electronically to the organization-at-large, and personally to the group at least twice per semester.  Responsibilities for chairing meetings, taking minutes, and monitoring finances shall be rotated amongst board members.  The board may act for the larger group if necessary, but is subordinate to the group-at-large.
Section 2 – Vacancies on the board shall be filled if the total number remaining on the board falls below 6 members.  In such cases, vacancies shall be filled within three school weeks of the board member’s resignation and will be elected by a majority vote of the organization’s members.

Article VI—Meetings
Section 1 – A meeting of the group-at-large shall be held at the beginning of each semester and the again at the end of each semester.  During the semester, proceedings of board meetings shall be transmitted electronically and input from the membership strongly encouraged. 
Section 2 – Special meetings may be called by any member of the organization by notifying any sitting board member at least two weeks in advance.

Article VII—Amendments
Section 1 – Amendments to this constitution may be submitted by any member of the organization and must be endorsed by a sitting board member.

Section 2 – Members shall be notified electronically of any endorsed proposed amendments.

Section 3 – M embers shall submit their vote electronically to the board.  Proposed amendments must be approved by two-thirds of the membership.
Article VIII—Supremacy
The St. Lawrence Thelomathesian Society Constitution supersedes all articles of this constitution.
