Article I
Name
The name of this organization shall be the St. Lawrence Chapter of College Republicans, hereinafter referred to in this document at SLUGOP.
Article II
Purpose
The purposes of the SLUGOP are:

A. To share and promote the principles of Republican ideology among members of the        community through constructive meetings, debates, and events.

B. To aid in the election of Republican candidates at all levels of government.


C. To encourage and assist in the organization, communication, and active functioning of the Republican Party at local, state, and national levels. 

D. To prepare Republican students to relay the goals of the organization to a wider constituency, both in and out of the region.
Article III
Membership
All fully matriculated students at St. Lawrence University are able to and have the ability to become members of the SLUGOP. In order to be an active member of the SLUGOP, one must attend at least four meetings per semester.
Article IV
Officers
Section 1
The officers of the SLUGOP, in presiding order, shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. 
Section 2
These officers will be decided in an election by majority vote of members of the organization.
Section 3
Should any more officers need to be added to the group for any reason, namely increase in size, he or she will be chosen by the existing officers with consent from the entire organization.
Section 4
All elected/appointed individuals take the position being able to serve in their elected capacity for a full term (one academic year), though may step down after a semester if extraneous conflicts arise which decrease the ability of that official to carry out his or her job to the fullest. In this case, the executive board will appoint a replacement, with consent from the entire organization.
Article V
Duties of the Officers
Section 1
As a whole, all officers are responsible for acting as the deciding body for the SLUGOP when not on campus (i.e. breaks and summer vacation). Moreover, they shall introduce, approve, and implement all actions and activities necessary and proper for the functioning of the SLUGOP and not inconsistent with this Constitution or the By-Laws. They have the power, with consent of the organization, to change the SLUGOP Constitution as they see fit.
Section 2
The President shall: 




A) Preside over all meetings of the SLUGOP and its Executive Board. If it is impossible for this to happen without face to face interaction, another means of communication at that present time must be made.




B) Serve as a spokesman and representative of the SLUGOP at all times.



       C) Have the power to create and place proposals on the floor to be voted on by SLUGOP members. 




D) In conjunction with the Executive Board, have the power to establish the agenda of the SLUGOP, as long as the entire organization is informed of such agenda within a period of one week.
Section 3
The Vice President shall: 




A) Assist the President in carrying out the duties on the Presidency.




B) Coordinate and implement all motions carried out by the organization.




C) Serve as President if the President is unable to attend a meeting for any reason.
Section 4
The Secretary shall:




A) Maintain and keep the minutes of all SLUGOP and its Executive Council sessions.
B) Maintain and keep the active roster of all members of the SLUGOP.




C) Distribute minutes of any SLUGOP meeting to any member of the University Committee in seventy-two hours time, as requested in writing or via e-mail to the Secretary. The Secretary must notify the Executive Board if such a request is made.




D) Share all minutes with organization members should they request it by any means, unless the Officers decide upon a systematic and normal distribution of the happenings of the organization. The secretary must notify the Executive Board if such a request is made.
Section 5
The Treasurer shall:




A) Keep an active total of all monetary funds in the SLUGOP account.




B) Be helpful in some way in the fundraising process, as well as contingency requests made to the Thelomathesian Society.




C) Inform the members of the SLUGOP of any and all transactions from the SLUGOP account should a member request that information.
Article VI
Consequences
Section 1
Any officer, who, during his or her term in office, has demonstrated negligence or incompetence in the performance of his prescribed Constitutional duties by the opinion of the majority of the organization, may be impeached and removed from office. There will be a notification period of one week where that officer may resign from that office, or choose to defend his or her position and reasons for the charges, which will be dealt with at the subsequent meeting on campus (which must include a minimum of eight members). At that meeting, a resolution of impeachment or tolerance must be reached.
Article VIII
Supremacy

The Constitution and By-Laws of the Thelomathesian Society supersede all articles of this Constitution and its By-Laws.
SLUGOP By-Laws
Article I
SLUGOP Elections
Section 1
Elections for officers of the SLUGOP will take place at the second meeting of the SLUGOP for the Fall Semester.
Section 2
All candidates must be active members of the SLUGOP.
Section 3
The results of an organization-wide vote will be tallied by the Secretary who will announce the winners at the end of the meeting.
Section 4
The new officers are responsible for the duties provided in the Constitution beginning at the end of the announcement of said officers.
Article II
Meetings
Section 1
The time and place of the meetings will be chosen by the President with consent of the Executive Board. Maintaining the most recent time and place of meetings is highly recommended if possible.
Section 2
Quorum will be set at thirty percent of the active roster plus one.
