Article I – Name


The name of this club will be SUBS.
Article II – Purpose


The purpose of SUBS is to:

· Create a support system for students who limit their substance intake by connecting them to other students on the St. Lawrence Campus with similar values.
· Be a place to discuss what it means to be a St. Lawrence student who chooses not to drink every weekend.

· Plan substance free events for all students on campus.
Article III – Membership


SUBS is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. 
Lawrence University.

Section 2: Officer Responsibilities



President




Planning meetings, presiding over SUBS meetings, and overall organization and planning of events



Vice President




Assisting the president during meetings, planning events, and communicating with members on meeting times and events


Secretary




Pass around a sign in at each meeting, recording the minutes, and emailing the minutes to all SUBS members



Treasurer




To manage the fund of the club and provide the group with budget information 



Public relations committee chair




Plan meetings for the public relations committee, generate posters and flyers, and use facebook to promote events
Article V – (pick one: Election or Appointment) of Officers


 To elect officers, more than 2/3 of the members must be present at the election meeting.
Article VI – Amendments

Any member of SUBS may propose an amendment to this constitution.  The amendment must pass with a 2/3 majority vote of the membership of SUBS.
Article VII – Supremacy
