CONSTITUTION OF THE STUDENT ALUMNI ASSOCIATION
Date of Adoption:

Article I – Name

The name of the organization shall be referred to as the Student Alumni Association or SAA.

Article II – Purpose

The purpose of the Student Alumni Association is to:

1. Maintain Traditions – this involves the promotion of new traditions, revival of old traditions and promotion of SLU history

2. Serve as Ambassadors to Alumni – this involves meeting and greeting alumni who come back to campus.
3. Promote Alumni Activities – this involves attending and advertising events that allow alumni to reconnect with SLU.

4. Promote Campus Wide Activities – this involves coordinating events that all members of the SLU community can attend such as hockey games.
Article III – Education

In addition to Article II we hope that SAA events will show attendees about the importance of giving back to SLU and how they can stay connected after graduation.
Article IV – Membership

All fully matriculated undergraduate students of SLU are eligible to participate as members of the Student Alumni Association. There are no attendance requirements for meetings, but active members are expected to be fully informed on all up coming SAA events.

Article V – Officers and Voting
Section 1
The officers of the Student Alumni Association shall be in order of 


V.P. of Communication and V.P. of Traditions.

Section 2
The additional position of Student Delegate to the Alumni Executive 


Council will be selected by the organization’s Faculty Advisor. 


Section 3
A minimum requirement of one semester membership is needed for 


anyone to be eligible to run for a position in Section 1 or Section 2.

Section 4
Officer’s positions will be voted on by all organization members before the end of spring semester each year. 

Section 5
All elected officers are expected to hold their position for one year.

Section 6
If an officer(s) resigns or goes abroad while in the middle of 



an elected term the officer(s) in the position(s) below them will be given 


the opportunity to advance. The position(s) that is still open after this 


occurs will be open for any member who meets the requirements of 


Section 3 to be eligible, at which point all SAA members will vote.
Section 7
The Student Delegate shall:



1) Be responsible for maintaining good standing with the Alumni 



Executive Council and informing them of our activities.



2) Be expected to run meetings; this includes taking attendance and 


coordinating the various SAA events with alum and other organizations.

 

3) Be expected to delegate duties to fellow officers and handle the 



elections process for all open positions.



4) Be expected to monitor club funding and submit a budget proposal to 


the St. Lawrence University Student Activities Fund (SLUSAF).
Section 8
The V.P. of Communications shall:



1) Be expected to inform all members on meeting times, upcoming events 


and provide minutes to those members who are unable to attend or miss a 


meeting.



2) Be responsible for informing the rest of the SLU community about the 


campus wide events SAA promote.                                                                           

3) Be expected to communicate and contact alumni when necessary. 

Section 9
The V.P. of Traditions shall:

1) Be expected to facilitate discussion on all traditions based events and ideas. 
2) Be expected to have an extensive knowledge of SLU history and previous SAA events that have proven successful.

Article V – Standing Committees

Standing Committees shall be formed, as seen fit, by the officers of this organization for special events that require extra attention and work to run.
Article VI – Supremacy

The Constitution and By-Laws of the Thelomathesian Society supercede all articles and sections of this Constitution.
