Constitution

Article I – Name


We, the officers, decree this club to be henceforth named St. Lawrence University Ultimate Frisbee Team: Ruckus Bus.
Article II – Purpose


The purpose of the Ruckus Bus is to provide the student of St. Lawrence a collegiate level Ultimate Frisbee team. We strive to provide the students with an alternative athletic option on campus. We offer the opportunity to participate in competitive play in intercollegiate tournaments, as well as the option to play with us any time during the week.
Article III – Membership


The Ruckus Bus is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. 
Lawrence University.
Article IV – Officers


Section 1: The officers of the Ruckus Bus shall be: President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary


Section 2: Officer Responsibilities

President: To organize practice and serve as an executive leader on the team and within the organization.

Vice-President: To serve as a leader of the team and to assist the President with executive responsibilities, such as entry into tournaments.

Treasurer: To take care of all financial issues involving the maintenance and management of the budget.
Secretary: To organize team lists, communication within the group, and take minutes at officer meetings.

Article V – Election of Officers


During the spring after the final tournament has concluded, open elections will be held with the team. Candidates will be determined by nominations from current team members and elected by a majority vote.

Article VI – Amendments


Any member of The Ruckus Bus may propose an amendment to this 
constitution.  The amendment must pass with a 2/3 vote of the membership of 
the Ruckus Bus.

Article VII – Supremacy


The Constitution and By-Laws of the Thelomathesian Society supercede all 
articles of this Constitution.
