Constitution

Article I - Name 

The name of this organization will be the Women’s Resource Center.

Article II - Purpose 

The purpose(s) of the Women’s Resource Center are to provide support to the St. Lawrence community about women’s issues, women’s health concerns, sexualities, and the sexual health of all students.  We are committed to raising awareness about rape and sexual violence and women’s rights issues while working to break down stigmas and misconceptions about feminism and women’s rights.
Article III - Membership 

The Women’s Resource Center is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate students of St. Lawrence University.  

Article IV - Officers 

Section 1: The officers of the Women’s Resource Center shall be: 

Co-Coordinators: Katherine Taylor and Siobhan Fitzgerald-Cushing; Treasurer: Katherine Dreher.  
Section 2: Officer Responsibilities 

The Co-Coordinators are responsible for leading house meetings and representing the Women’s Resource Center in Greek/Theme Council Meetings and other campus-wide events.  The treasurer is responsible for handling the financial aspects of the organization.

Article V - Election of Officers 

New officers for the 2009-2010 academic year will be chosen in the Spring, based on the house roster and interest in the positions.  

Article VI - Amendments 

Any member of the Women’s Resource Center may propose an amendment to this constitution. The amendment must pass with a 2/3 vote of the membership of the Women’s Resource Center

Article VII - Supremacy
