Constitution 

Article I - Name 

The name of this club will be SLU Women's Club Ice Hockey. 

Article II - Purpose 

The purpose of this club is to gather the women hockey players at SLU and play hockey at the non-varsity level. All levels of play are welcome. For now, we will be intersquad scrimmaging at a non-competitive level. We plan to become more competitive and schedule games against any other local teams, later on in the season. 

Article III - Membership 

So far, 21 women, including myself, have expressed interest in SLU Women's Club Ice Hockey. 

SLU Women's Club Ice Hockey is open to all fully matriculated, undergraduate women students of St. Lawrence University. If men want to join, there is a men's club hockey team for them to play on. 

Article IV - Officers 

Section 1: The officers of SLU Women's Club Ice Hockey shall be: 

President, Vice President, Treasurer and Secretary

Section 2: Officer Responsibilities 

The president will be responsible for: scheduling games & scrimmages, holding meetings, informing everyone of change, finding out the ice times and letting everyone know, handling equipment (ie, pucks, locker rooms), and putting intersquad scrimmages together. The vice president will assist the president in scheduling games and contacting other teams.  The Treasurer will be in charge of keeping track of the budget and reimbursements. The secretary will be in charge of sending out emails to the school and to the team.
Article V - Election of Officers 

Every year, we will hold an election at the end of the season for all of the positions. This way, we can get started on scheduling games early on in the year. The position is open to any grade, and all members of the group. 

Article VI - Amendments 

Any member of SLU Women's Club Ice Hockey may propose an amendment to this constitution. The amendment must pass with a 2/3 vote of the membership of SLU Women's Club Ice Hockey.
